V. STAFF REPORTS      
 
1. PAYMENT SERVICE NETWORK UPDATE

Rogers reported that the first monthly batch of bills using this feature is complete.  We had 152 transactions which equate to about 15% of our customers.  Overall, it was a good first month.

2. 2014 DRINKING WATER REPORT

Rogers attached the 2014 Drinking Water Report. The report was published in the newspaper as required by State Law.  
     
3. WELLHEAD PROTECTION PLANNING

Staff stated that we are now required to develop a Well Head Protection Plan for our wells.  Since we are a smaller utility, the State offers to assist staff with this.  Rogers has been named the Wellhead Manager for the utility.  Phase 1 is due in June, 2016 and the entire plan is due June, 2018.

4. MRES – RATE STUDY UPDATE

Nate Zimmerman, Andrea Preston, and Clinton Rogers met with MRES on June 17 to review the status of our rate study.  Much information has been gathered and we are working on getting more material out for the study.  We hope to present this in the fall.  It was also suggested that we discuss the Rate Study when the City Council and Utility Commission have a budget work session on August 10.  

5. JANESVILLE BUSINESS ADDITION UPDATE

[bookmark: _GoBack]Staff provided an update on the Staples/Roozen convenience store.  We are waiting to receive final closing documents to review so that we can make the final sale to the group.  Also, the RFP that was accepted included a selling price that includes the costs of the street infrastructure.  The costs of the electric infrastructure has yet to be determined.
